Today traveling by car to an unknown destination is a completely different experience than it used to be.  I 
would always carefully study the map, grasp the spatial relations of where I was going, watchfully observe the 
street signs, and only finally make the appropriate turns.  Now when traveling, we plug in our GPS, put in the 
street address, and follow its instructions, almost mindlessly.  Ninety-five percent of the time it works like a 
charm.  Once, however, when looking for a certain hotel in Mississippi late at night, it sent us to a field-the GPS 
was sure the hotel was in the middle of the cotton field!   
 
And then there is that annoying voice saying, “recalibrating.”  It does that any time you do not follow its 
instructions for turning.  “Recalibrating, recalibrating.”  Immediately it proceeds to tell you a new way to get to 
your destination.  
 
As annoying as that “recalibrating” voice is, it is also a great theme for the approaching Jewish High Holidays.  
All of us have gotten off course one way or another, some much further than others.   
 
All of us have done things that we are not so happy about.  From the Holidays we can seek forgiveness from 
God, but that does not complete the process.  We have to be able to forgive ourselves.  What we want and what 
we get in life, are rarely one and the same.  We want perfect lives, with perfect families, perfect spouses, perfect 
jobs, and perfect kids and grandkids.  Know anyone who has all of that?   
 
Though we strive to improve ourselves, imperfection is a part of life, living, and everyone I know, including 
myself.  Once we come to grips with our own imperfection, then there is chance we can really move forward in 
our lives.  “Recalibrate” is really the word for these days of Awe.  What are you doing to recalibrate this New 
Year?

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From The President 
 
As the High Holidays are fast approaching, our wish for everyone is a happy and healthy New Year.  Summer is 
now a recent memory of good times and a slower pace, as we think about the exciting months of activities, the 
worship Services and Religious School sessions to come.  As you have heard, we are fortunate to have two of 
the most popular Jewish musicians to be with us in the near future, Dan Nichols for Sukkot on September 25, 
and then, January 21, we will be hosting Craig Taubman, our Paul and Fran Brown Musician in Residence.   
 
Last year, of course, we had over 200 people attend our Sukkot Services with Rick Recht.  I said then that his 
performance was the most fun I had ever had in Temple.  I have a feeling that Dan Nichols or Craig Taubman, 
or both, may top that experience.  If you miss them, you will miss a fantastic time, I assure you.  Neither of 
these performances would occur without a tremendous amount of time, planning and dedication from a number 
of people, too many to thank here.  This is also an opportunity to generate, hopefully, with Dan Nichols’ 
appearance, some much needed funds for the Men’s Club and Temple.  I hope to see all of you there. 
 
On a more serious note, and I realize this sounds like a broken record, it is no secret that in the majority of 
years, we are spending more that we are receiving (and thus dipping into Endowment income).  Although we 
are constantly trying to collect past dues, thinking of dues revisions, soliciting for those that can afford to pay 
more, watching our spending carefully, and so forth, we are in or coming out of a nationwide recession.  That, 
of course, has affected many of us.  It has also affected our revenue.  We have had a rash of congregants 
seeking to have their dues adjusted (unlike some congregations, we are not asking to see tax returns, etc., 
instead we rely on the candor of those making the requests and typically honor the requests).  We have also seen 
the Forchheimer Trust funds, for which the Temple is a 30% income beneficiary, drop considerably over the 
last several years (although it appears to be in recovery).  Our income from this trust alone is down 
considerably.  I imagine that everyone reading this article and our Bulletin loves the Temple.  If you can do 
more (as several have already), please do so.  
 
I was at Pro Health last week, talking with a Catholic priest friend about tithing.  Although we don’t tithe as 
such (even though some base their dues on a percentage of overall wealth or income), I found it interesting that 
he was proud that the origin of the idea is found in the Hebrew Bible and that many Catholics and others adhere 
to it.  I would imagine that if we all were to contribute 10 % of our gross income for one year the Temple would 
be financially sound for years to come.

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From Your Archives..... 
 
The Temple Archives' holdings include several books related to Jewish history, genealogy, and culture. One 
interesting volume is a cookbook originally published by the Temple Guild in 1961 and then revised in 1971 
called South of Maxim's! The book is spiral-bound and has 181 pages, with recipes in all the traditional 
categories--salads, meats, entrees, seafood, vegetables, desserts, etc. It also contains a chapter devoted to recipes 
contributed by famous restaurants and people. The first recipe printed is for Creme Brulee, and was submitted 
in 1961 by Jackie Kennedy's social secretary. 
 
The bulk of the book is made up of recipes submitted by members of the Temple Guild. Many reflect the 
current food trends of those times--liberal use of canned creamed soups and Jello, for instance.  One recipe, for 
Frozen Lemon Sandwich, calls specifically for a "23 cents box of vanilla wafers." Traditional dishes are 
included, such as gefilte fish, blintzes, and challah, as well as more contemporary offerings such as chocolate 
mousse, crab omelet, and chicken cacciatore. Some recipes are out of the ordinary, such as pickled turnips or 
fried celery with chicken livers. And, interestingly, many recipes feature bacon, ham, and other pork products.  
 
Another cookbook was published by Temple women in 1990, Treasured Recipes from the Springhill Avenue 
Temple. Compiled by the Temple Sisterhood, it, too, contains traditional as well as contemporary recipes. 
Unlike the earlier book, Treasured Recipes features a microwave section and a "heart-smart" section, and does 
not include recipes containing pork. The South of Maxim's! book included a chapter on preparing food for 
crowds--spaghetti, brownies, and ambrosia for 100, for example--but the newer book omitted this feature. 
Recipes in 1990 tended to be lighter and easier to prepare than the 1961 recipes.  
 
Rabbi Kunstadt wrote in the forward to the 1990 cookbook, "What exactly is Jewish food? Jewish food differs 
from community to community and country to country. Our members trace their roots back to 1844 in Mobile, 
and before that, to all parts of the world.  The food we prepare in our homes is a combination of those points of 
origin blended with Southern cuisine. Jewish food has come to reflect the places where we have lived." 
 
Indeed, both cookbooks contain recipes reflecting a variety of cuisines--German, French, Spanish, 
Cajun/Creole, and Southern "soul food." Temple members throughout the years have obviously enjoyed an 
eclectic array of foods.  Good eating has always been important at Springhill Avenue Temple! 
 
Both cookbooks are available in the Archives for anyone wishing to copy recipes.
